Buffalo Meadows Backpacking – don’t know the expected temperatures yet, but this is Colorado (expect cold nights)

What to bring:  (see Camping section of Boy Scout Handbook, page 224)

backpack

tent (2 or more scouts per tent)

sleeping gear (sleeping bag, mat, pillow – subzero bag) 

stocking cap and gloves (wear stocking cap to bed to stay warmer)

cook stove & fuel & matches & cooking pot

food (with tent buddy)

mess kit (bowl, plate, cup, knife, fork, spoon)

trash bag (haul out your trash)

water bottle or hydration pack (filled with water)

water purification system (or share with someone else)

bear bag & small rope to hoist it

Troop T-shirts

Medicine (if currently taking anything, let Mr. Koc know)

clean up kit (soap, wash cloth, hand towel, tooth care items, toilet paper)

sunscreen

flashlight

rain coat or poncho

jacket/coat (layers work best)

sturdy shoes and/or tennis shoes

long pants

socks-3pair (wool work best) and underwear-1pair

personal first aid kit (mole skin, bandaids)

watch (optional)

sunglasses (optional)

camera (optional)

pocket knife (optional – if you have Whittling Chip) 

Note:  No food items or personal hygiene items in tent – put these in a bear bag.
